Heavenly Father…
1st: Please give (Child’s Name) victory and be his shield.  Guard his course and protect his way.
(Proverbs 2:7-8)

2nd:   Please clothe (Child’s Name) with compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness, and patience.
(Colossians 3:12)

6th:  No temptation has seized (Child’s Name) except what is common to man.  And You are faithful; You will not let him be tempted beyond what he can bear.  But when (Child’s Name) is tempted, You will also provide a way out so that he can stand up under it.  Help him to take that way out.

27th:  Please don’t let (Child’s Name) be wise in his own eyes; rather, cause him to fear You and shun evil.  You have promised that this will bring health to his body and nourishment to his bones. (Pr. 3:7-8)

28th:  Please lead (Child’s Name) not into temptation, but deliver him from the evil one.  (Mt. 6:13)

Please let (Child’s Name) use his gift to serve others, faithfully administering Your grace in its various forms, so that in all things You will be praised and receive glory.
(1 Peter 4:10-11)

 30th:  Please let (Child’s Name) be quick to confess sin, knowing that You are faithful and just, and that You will forgive his sins and purify him from all unrighteousness.  Don’t let him get bogged down by his past mistakes; rather, remind him that he is a new creation in Christ, that the old has gone and the new has come!
